Take a stroll around Els Pontets in search of that perfect shot or follow beautiful
trails through the Sierra de Crevillent mountainscape where you will find parks, natural viewing points and fascinating rock formations as
well as an area of great environmental value, El Hondo, which is home to all sorts of species.
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
